newspaper for publication of all ordinances, notices and other matter required by the Charter, the 

ordinances of the City, or by the Constitution and/or laws of the State of Texas; and  

 

WHEREAS, the _______________________ newspaper has submitted a proposal 

outlining its delivery area, publication schedule, paid readership, community involvement, and 

advertising rates; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

 Section 1. That the facts and matters set forth in the preamble of this Resolution are 

hereby found to be true and correct. 

 

 Section 2. That the City Council of the City of Seabrook hereby determines that the 

________________________ newspaper is a newspaper of general circulation with the City and 

designates said _____________________ newspaper as the Official Newspaper of the City of 

Seabrook.   
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 Section 3.  The City Manager is hereby designated as a person to act under the 

direction of, and on behalf the City of Seabrook, in all matters related to the official newspaper.
