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FAMILY VIOLENCE

“NOTICE TO ADULT VICTIMS OF FAMILY VIOLENCE”
“It is a crime for any person to cause you any physical injury or harm EVEN
IF THAT PERSON IS A MEMBER OR FORMER MEMBER OF YOUR
FAMILY OR HOUSEHOLD.”

Please tell the investigating peace officer:
If you, your child, or any other household resident has been injured, or, if you
feel you are going to be in danger when the officer leaves or later.

You have the right to:
ASK the local prosecutor to file a criminal complaint against the person
committing family violence, and APPLY to court for an order to protect you
(you should consult a legal aid office, a prosecuting attorney, or a private
attorney). If a family or household member assaults you and is arrested, you
may request that a magistrate’s order for emergency protection be issued.
Please inform the investigating officer if you want an order for emergency
protection. You need not be present when the order is issued.
In Harris County contact the Harris County District Attorney’s Office Family
Criminal Law Division at 713-274-0212 or Bay Area Turning Point at 281-
286-2525. You cannot be charged a fee by a court in connection with filing,
serving, or entering a protective order. For example, the court can enter an
order that:

1. The abuser not commit further acts of violence.
2. The abuser not threaten, harass, or contact you at home.
3. Directs the abuser to leave your household.

4. Establishes temporary custody of the children and directs the abuser not to
interfere with the children or any property.

A VIOLATION OF CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF COURT-ORDERED PRO-
TECTION such as 1 or 2 above, IS A CIMINAL OFFENSE.

APPLYING FOR PROTECTIVE ORDERS

‘WHAT IS A Protective Order?
(www.oag.state.tx.us/victims/protective.shtml)
A Protective Order is a civil court order issued to help prevent continuing acts
of family violence, sexual assault, human trafficking or stalking.

Family Violence is defined as (1) an act by one member of a family or
household intended to physically harm another member, (2) a serious threat
of physical harm, or (3) the abuse of a child

Family includes blood relatives or relatives by marriage, former spouses,
parents (married or not) of the same child, foster parents and foster children,
or any member or former member of a household (people living in the same
house, related or not).

Dating Violence is defined as an act by an individual that is against another
individual with whom that person has or has had a dating relationship and
that is intended to result in physical harm, bodily injury, assault, or sexual
assault, or that is a threat that reasonably places the individual in fear or im-
minent physical harm, bodily injury, assault, or sexual assault.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE FOR A PROTECTIVE ORDER?
If the court finds that family violence, sexual assault, human trafficking, or
stalking has occurred and is likely to occur again, a court may render a pro-
tective order. To obtain a protective order, the victim and the offender must
(1) be related by blood or marriage, (2) be living together, or previously lived
together, (3) have a child together, or (4) be engaged in a dating relationship.

A person who has a divorce pending is eligible for a protective order. The
protective order can be filed in the court in which the divorce is pending, or
in a court in the county in which the applicant resides if the applicant resides
outside the jurisdiction of the court in which the divorce is pending.

PROTECTIVE ORDERS CONT.

HOW CANIGET A PROTECTIVE ORDER?
Call the Seabrook Police Department at 281-291-5610, extension 4, and ask
for the Crime Victim Liaison. In Harris County contact the Harris County
District Attorney’s Office Family Criminal Law Division at 713-274-0212 or
Bay Area Turning Point at 281-286-2525. The application must be filed in
the county in which you or the offender lives. There are no minimum time
limits to establish residency, and protective orders are available in every
county in Texas.

WHO MAY FILE FOR A PROTECTIVE ORDER?
1. Any adult member of a family or household; or
2. Any adult for the protection of a child,;
3. A prosecuting attorney; or

4. The Department of Human and Regulatory Services.

HOW LONG DOES IT TAKE TO RECEIVE AND HOW LONG DOES
IT REMAIN IN EFFECT?
Unless a later date is requested by the applicant, the court shall set a hearing
date no later than 14 days after the application is filed. If, however, the court
finds from the information contained in the application that there is a clear
and present danger of family violence, the court may immediately issue a
temporary ex-parte order (restraining order). The temporary order is valid
for up to 20 days. Final protective orders are effective for two years, unless
another length of time is specified.

WHAT HAPPENS IF THE PROTECTIVE ORDER IS VIOLATED?
Call the police immediately!! Remember, protective orders do not offer
complete protection. No piece of paper can protect you from all instances of
violence.

If an offender violates the order and law enforcement is notified, officials will
act to arrest the offender and seek to have charges filed. If the person violates
the protective order in the presence of law enforcement, the offender must be
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arrested immediately.

“YOU MAY CALL THE LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY’S TELE-
PHONE NUMBER FOR THE STATUS OF THE CASE AND INFORMA-
TION ABOUT VICTIMS’ RIGHTS.” You may call the Crime Victim
Liaison at 281-332-2426 for assistance.

WHAT OTHER OPTIONS ARE AVAILABLE?
A Magistrate’s Order for Emergency Protection may be issued at the time
of a defendant’s appearance before a magistrate, after arrest for an offense
involving family violence, sexual assault, human trafficking or stalking. The
order of emergency protection may be issued on the magistrate’s own motion
or on the request of:

1. The victim;
2. Guardian of the victim;
3. Peace officer; or

4. The attorney representing the State.

The magistrate shall issue an order for emergency protection if the arrest is
for an offense that also includes (1) serious bodily injury to the victim; or (2)
the use or exhibition of a deadly weapon during the commission of an assault.
The magistrate in the order for emergency protection may prohibit the ar-
rested party from:

1. Committing family violence or an assault on the person protected under
the order; or stalking;

2. Communicating directly with a member of the family or household or with
the person protected under the order in a threatening or harassing manner;
or a threat through any person to a member of the family or household or
to the person protected under the order;

3. Going to or near the residence, place of employment, or business of a
member of the family or household or of the person protected under the
order; or the residence, child care facility, or school where a child pro-
tected under the order resides or attends; or



PROTECTIVE ORDERS CONT.

4. Possessing a firearm.

The victim of the offense need not to be present in court when the order for
emergency protection is issued. If the victim of the offense is not present
when the order is issued, the magistrate issuing the order shall order an ap-
propriate peace officer to make a good faith effort to notify, within 24 hours,
the victim that the order has been issued by calling the victim’s residence and
place of employment.

An order for emergency protection is effective on issuance, and the defendant
shall be served a copy of the order in open court. An order for emergency
protection issued remains in effect up to the 61 day but no less than 31 days
after the date of issuance.

Remember, if someone has physically assaulted or threatened you, contact your
local police department or sheriff’s office to press charges against that person.
Even if you are ineligible for a protective order, you may be able to have the
person arrested for assault, criminal trespass, or stalking.

Temporary ExParte Orders are issued if the court finds from the information
contained in an application for a protective order that there is a clear and present
danger of family violence, sexual assault or abuse, stalking, trafficking, or other
harm to the applicant, the court without further notice to the alleged offender
and without a hearing, may enter a temporary ex parte order for the protection of
the applicant or any other member of the applicant’s family or household. They
are issued without a court hearing, are meant to provide immediate protection
until a court hearing, but are not to exceed 20 days after the date of issuance
(FC 83.002(a)). Until recently these orders were only civilly enforceable. Now
they are criminally enforceable.

CRIME VICTIMS’ RIGHTS
A victim, guardian of a victim, or close relative of a deceased victim is
entitled to the following rights within the criminal justice system:
1. The right to receive from law enforcement agencies adequate protection
from harm and threats of harm arising from cooperation with prosecution
efforts;
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The right to have the magistrate take the safety of the victim or his fam-
ily into consideration as an element in fixing the amount of bail for the
accused;

The right, if requested, to be informed: (a) by the attorney representing
the state of relevant court proceedings, including appellate proceedings,
and to be informed if those proceedings have been canceled or resched-
uled prior to the event; and (b) by an appellate court of decisions of the
court, after the decisions are entered but before the decisions are made
public;

The right to be informed, when requested, be a peace officer concerning
the defendant’s right to bail and the procedures in criminal investigations
and by the district attorney’s office concerning the general procedures in
the criminal justice system, including general procedures in guilty plea
negotiations and arrangements, restitution, and the appeals and parole
process;

The right to provide pertinent information to a probation department
conducting a presentencing investigation concerning the impact of the
offense on the victim and his family by testimony, written statement, or
any other manner prior to any sentencing of the offender.

The right to receive information regarding compensation to victims of
crime as provided by the Crime Victims’ Compensations Act, includ-

ing information related to the costs that may be compensated under the
Act and the amount of compensation, eligibility for compensation, and
procedures for application for compensation under that Act, the payment
for a medical examination for a victim of a sexual assault, and when
requested, referrals to available social service agencies that may offer
additional assistance; a victim of a sexual assault has the right to the
accompaniment of a victim advocate during the sexual assault exam if an
advocate is available at the time of the examination.

The right to be informed, upon request, of parole procedures, to partici-
pate in the parole process, to be notified, if requested, of parole proceed-
ings concerning a defendant in the victim’s case, to provide to the Board
of Pardons and Paroles for inclusion in the defendant’s file information to
be considered by the board prior to the parole of any defendant convicted
of any crime, and to be notified, if requested, of the defendant’s release.

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CRIME VICTIMS’ RIGHTS CONT.

The right to be provided with a waiting area, separate or secure from
other witnesses, including the offender and relatives of the offender, be-
fore testifying in any proceedings concerning the offender; if a separate
waiting area is not available, other safeguards should be taken to mini-
mize the victim’s contact with the offender and the offender’s relatives
and witnesses, before and during court proceedings;

The right to prompt return of any property of the victim that is held by
a law enforcement agency or the attorney for the state as evidence when
the property is no longer required for that purpose;

The right to have the attorney for the state notify the employer of the
victim, if requested, of the necessity of the victim’s cooperation and
testimony in a proceeding that may necessitate the absence of the victim
from work for good cause;

The right to request victim-offender mediation coordinated by the victim
services division of the Texas Department of Criminal Justice; and

The right to be informed of the uses of a victim impact statement and the
statement’s purpose in the criminal justice system, to complete the victim
impact statement, and to have the victim impact statement considered:
(a) by the attorney representing the state and the judge before sentencing
or before a plea bargain agreement is accepted; and (b) by the Board of
Pardons and Paroles before an inmate is release on parole.

For a victim of an assault who is younger than 17 years of age or whose
case involves family violence, as defined by Section 71.004, Family
Code, the right to have the court consider the impact on the victim on

a continuance requested by the defendant; if requested by the attorney
representing the state or by counsel for the defendant, the court shall state
on the record the reason for granting or denying the continuance

If the offense is a capital felony, the right to: (A) receive by mail from
the court a written explanation of defense-initiated victim outreach if

the court has authorized expenditures for a defense-initiated outreach
specialist; (B) not be contacted by the victim outreach specialist unless
the victim, guardian, or relative has consented to the contact by providing
a written notice to the court; and (C) designate a victim service provider
to receive all communications from a victim outreach specialist acting on
behalf of any person
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A victim, guardian of a victim, or close relative of a deceased victim is
entitled to the right to be present at all public court proceedings related to the
offense, subject to the approval of the judge in the case.

The office of the attorney representing the state, and the sheriff, police, and
other law enforcement agencies shall ensure to the extent practicable that a
victim, guardian of a victim, or close relative of a deceased victim is afforded
the rights and, on request, an explanation of those rights.

A judge, attorney for the state, peace officer, or law enforcement agency is
not liable for a failure or inability to provide a right enumerated in this article.

A victim of sexual assault or abuse, stalking or trafficking has the right to:

1. If requested, the right to a disclosure of information regarding any
evidence that was collected during the investigation of the offense, unless
disclosing the information would interfere with the investigation or prose-
cution of the offense, in which event the victim, guardian, or relative shall
be informed of the estimated date on which that information is expected to
be disclosed;

2. If requested, the right to a disclosure of information regarding the status
of any analysis being performed of any evidence that was collected during
the investigation of the offense;

3. Ifrequested, the right to be notified: (A) at the time a request is submit-
ted to a crime laboratory to process and analyze any evidence that was
collected during the investigation of the offense; (B) at the time of the sub-
mission of a request to compare any biological evidence collected during
the investigation of the offense with DNA profiles maintained in a state or
federal DNA database; and (C) of the results of the comparison described
by (B), unless disclosing the results would interfere with the investiga-
tion or prosecution of the offense, in which event the victim, guardian, or
relative shall be informed of the estimated date on which those results are
expected to be disclosed;

4. If requested, the right to counseling regarding acquired immune deficiency
syndrome (AIDS) and human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) infection;

5. For the victim of the offense, testing for acquired AIDS, HIV, antibodies
to HIV, or infection with any other probable causative agent of AIDS; and

6. For the victim of the offense, the right to a forensic medical examination
if, within 96 hours of the offense, the offense is reported to a law enforce-
ment agency or a forensic medical examination is otherwise conducted at

a healthcare facility. 3



A victim, guardian, or relative who requests to be notified under subsec-
tion (a)(3) must provide a current address and phone number to the attorney
representing the state and the law enforcement agency that is investigating
the offense.

A victim, guardian, or relative may designate a person, including an entity
that provides services to victims of sexual assault, to receive any notice
requested under subsection (3)(a).

A victim of trafficking of persons, continuous trafficking of persons, continu-
ous sexual assault of a young child, indecency with a child, sexual assault,
aggravated sexual assault, stalking, or compelling prostitution has the right
to:

1. To request that the attorney representing the state, subject to the Texas
Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct, file an application for a pro-
tective order under Article 7A.01 on behalf of the victim;

2. The right to be informed:

a. That the victim or the victim’s parent guardian, as applicable, may file
an application for a protective order under Article 7A.01;

b. Of the court in which the application for a protective order may be
filed; and

c. That on the request of the victim or the victim’s parent or guardian, as
applicable, and subject to the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional
Conduct, the attorney representing the state may file the application for
a protective order;

3. If the victim or the victim’s parent or guardian is present when the
defendant is convicted or placed on deferred adjudication community
supervision, the right to be given by the court the information described
by subdivision (2) and, if the court has jurisdiction over applications for
protective orders that are filed under Article 7A.01, the right to file an
application for a protective order immediately following the defendant’s
conviction or placement on deferred adjudication community supervision;
and

4. If the victim or the victim’s parent or guardian, as applicable, is not pres-
ent when the defendant is convicted or placed on deferred adjudication
community supervision, the right to be given by the attorney representing
the state the information described by subdivision (2).
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CRIME VICTIMS COMPENSATION

Crime Victims” Compensation is a financial assistance program that helps
eligible victims of crime with certain expenses related to the crime. Money
for this program comes from court costs paid by criminals and deposited by
each Texas county into the Crime Victims” Compensation Fund.

The Crime Victims’ Compensation Program is “the payer of last resort” after
primary sources of payment such as health insurance, Medicaid, Medicare,
auto insurance or Texas Workers” Compensation. If the court orders the
offender to pay restitution to the victim for an expense that Crime Victims’
Compensation has already paid, the victim may be required to reimburse the
Fund. If the victim or claimant recovers money through the settlement of

a civil suit against the offender or a third party, he or she may also have to
reimburse the Fund.

TO BE ELIGIBLE A PERSON MUST:

1. Be a United States resident with the crime occurring in Texas or a Texas
resident who becomes a victim in a state or country without a compensa-
tion program; United States citizenship not required.

2. Report the crime to a law enforcement agency within a reasonable period
of time, but not so late to interfere with or hamper the investigation and
prosecution of the crime.

3. File the application within three years of the date of the crime.

WHO MAY QUALIFY?

1. An individual who suffers physical or mental harm or death as a result of
crminally injurious conduct.

2. An authorized individual acting on behalf of a victim.

3. An individual who legally assumes the obligations or voluntarily pays
certain expenses related to the crime on behalf of the victim.

4. A dependent of a victim.

5. An immediate family or household members related by blood or marriage
who require psychiatric care or counseling as a result of the crime.

6. An intervenor who goes to the aid of a victim or peace officer.

7. A peace officer, fire fighter or individual who has a duty to protect the

public and who is injured in a crime.

CRIME VICTIMS’ COMPENSATION CONT.

WHO IS NOT ELIGIBLE?
Benefits may be reduced or denied if the victim contributed to the crime.
1. Knowingly or willingly participated in the crime.

2. Is the offender or accomplice of the offender.
3. Was incarcerated in a penal institution at the time of the crime.
4

. Knowingly or intentionally submits false or forged information to the
Crime Victims” Compensation Program.

5. Did not cooperate with the appropriate law enforcement agencies.

WHAT CRIMES ARE COVERED?
Crimes covered by Crime Victims” Compensation are those in which the vic-
tim suffers substantial threat of physical or emotional harm or death. These
may include sexual assault, kidnapping, robbery, assault, homicide and other
violent crimes.

The following motor-vehicle related crimes are also covered: failure to stop
and render aid, DWI, manslaughter, criminally negligent homicide, aggra-
vated assault, intoxication manslaughter and intoxication assault.

WHAT TYPE OF FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE IS AVAILABLE?
Claims may be approved for benefits up to total of $50,000. In the case of
catastrophic injuries resulting in a total and permanent disability, victims may
be eligible for an additional $75,000 in benefits.

Upon approval, benefits may be awarded for the following:
1. Medical, hospital, physical therapy or nursing care
2. Psychiatric care or counseling

3. One-time relocation assistance for victims of family violence or a victim
of sexual assault who is assaulted in the victim’s place of residence

4. Loss of earnings or support

5. Loss of wages and travel reimbursement due to participation in, or at-
tendance at, the investigation, prosecutorial and judicial process

6. Care of a child or dependent

7. Funeral and burial expenses

8. Crime scene clean —up

9. Replacement costs for clothing, bedding or other property seized as

evidence or rendered unusable as the result of the investigation 16



10. Attorney fees for assistance in filing the Crime Victims’ Compensation
application and in obtaining benefits, if the claim is approved

11. Loss of wages and travel to seek medical treatment or counseling

Additional benefits for victims who have suffered a catastrophic injury
include:
¢ Making a home or car accessible

¢ Job training and vocational rehabilitation
¢ Training in the use of special appliances
¢ Home health care

¢ Reimbursement of lost wages

¢ Rehabilitation technology, long term medical expenses and durable medi-
cal equipment.

Reimbursement for property damage or theft is not an eligible expense.

HOW DO IAPPLY?
Every law enforcement agency and prosecutor’s office in Texas is mandated
to provide victims of crime with information about Crime Victims” Compen-
sation program application for benefits. When contacting these agencies,
please ask for the victim assistance coordinator or liaison, who can provide
assistance in completing the application. Hospitals and medical centers may
also have applications and materials.

Applications for benefits can be obtained directly from the Crime Victims’
Compensation Program in the Office of the Attorney General by calling
1-800-983-9933, http://www.oag.state.tx.us. Professional staff at the division
are also available to answer any questions and provide assistance in complet-
ing the application.

WHAT ARE MY RIGHTS TO APPEAL WHEN BENEFITS HAVE
BEEN REDUCED OR DENIED?

If the Crime Victims’ Compensation Program makes a decision with which
the victim or claimant disagrees, he or she has a right under the law to ask
that the decision be reconsidered. In order to appeal a decision, the victim or
claimant must notify Crime Victims’ Compensation in writing within 30 days,
stating the reason for dissatisfaction. If the outcome of the reconsideration
process is not satisfactory, the victim or claimant has 60 days to request a
final ruling hearing from the Crime Victims’ Compensation Program. Should
the victim or claimant not agree with the outcome of the hearing, he or she
may file an appeal with the district court within 40 days of the final ruling.

{QUE ES UNA ORDEN DE PROTECCION?
Una orden de proteccion es una orden emitida por una corte civil, con el fin de
prevenir la continuacion de actos de violencia familiar.
La violencia familiar basicamente se define:
(1) como un acto cometido por el miembro de una familia o un cohabitante, el cual
se lleva a cabo con la intencion de lastimar fisicamente a otro miembro amena-
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zar seriamente con lastimar fisicamente a alguien,
(2) el abusar a un niflo,
(3) violacion por un acompanante/abuso de confianza intima.

Se consideran miembros de familia aquellas personas, relacionadas por consan-
guinidad o matrimonio, los exesposos, los padres voluntarios (foster parents) y a
los ninos bajo su cargo, o cualquier

cohabitante o excohabitante de un domicilio (personas que viven juntas, sin impor-
tar si son parientes).

Violacion por un acompanante se define como un acto de violencia que resulta con-
tra la persona es una relacion, el cual se lleva a cabo con la intencion de lastimar
fisicamente a otro miembro,

0 amenzar seriamente con lastimar fisicamente a alguien, o agresion sexual.

(COMO PUEDE AYUDAR UNA ORDEN DE PROTECCION?

Una orden de proteccion quizas le prohiba al ofensor de:

» cometer actos adicionales de violencia familiar

¢ hostigar o amenazar a la victima, ya sea directa o indirectamente, al comunicar
la amenaza por medio de otra persona

¢ ir o acercase al centro de cuidado infantil al cual asiste un nino nombrado bajo
la orden

« tener posesion de un arma de fuego

En ciertos casos, una orden de proteccion tambien puede estipular ordenes para:
prohibir que se transfiera o que se deshaga de propiedad, establecer los derechos de
posicion y visitacion de un nino, pagar para la manutencion de un conyuge o nino
por un plazo de hasta un ano, participar en asesoria obligatoria, dejar de vivir en la
residencia y otra propiedad especifica, siempre y

cuando existan ciertas condiciones.

No se puede hacer cumplir penalmente con estas estipulaciones adicionales. La
persona que no cumpla con ellas no sera arrestada inmediatamente. Sin embargo,
tal individuo puede ser llevado ante un tribunal, sentenciado por incumplimiento
con el mandato judicial, multado y llevado a la carcel.

({QUIEN PUEDE OBTENER UNA ORDEN DE PORTECCION?
Si la corte determina que si ha ocurrido violencia familiar, y que es posible que
ocurra nuevamente, la corte librara una orden de proteccion. Para obtener una
orden, la victima y el acusado
deben
(1) ser parientes consanguineos o por matrimonio,
(2) deben estar viviendo juntos o deben haber vivido juntos previamente,
(3) juntos deben haber tenido un nifio, o
(4) estar comprometido. Una persona con un divorcio pendiente puede recibir una
orden de proteccion. La orden de proteccion debe ser entablada ante la corte en
la cual queda pendiente el divorcio.

(COMO PUEDO OBTENER UNA ORDEN DE PROTECCION?
Usted puede solicitar una orden de proteccion a traves del fiscal (district attorney)
0 abogado de su condado (county attorney), un abogado privado o un programa
de asistencia legal. La solicitud debe ser entablada en el condado en que usted o el
ofensor vive. No hay ningun plazo minimo para establecer estado de residente, y
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las ordenes de proteccion son disponibles en cada condado de Texas.

Para recibir recursos por favor llame el Departamento de Policia de la Ciudad de
Seabrook Programa de Asistencia para Victimas 281-291-5610.

(QUIEN PUEDE ESTABLAR UNA ORDEN DE PROTECCION?

(1) un miembro adulto de la familia o un cohabitante adulto; o

(2) cualquier adulto, que esta comprometido (una relacion entre personas que tiene
una relacion intimo y continuado); o

(3) cualquier adulto, con el fin de proteger a un nino; o

(4) un abogado fiscal; o

(5) el Departamento de Servicios Humanos y Regulacion (Department of Human
and Regulatory Services).

La persona que sea la victima alegada de la violencia familiar se considera como el
“solicitante” (“applicant”).

(CUANTO CUESTA?
El solicitante (la victima) o un abogado que representa al solicitante no puede
ser cobrado ningun precio, cuota tasa o gasto por ningun secretario de distrito o
condado (district clerk, county clerk) o por ningun alguacil (sheriff), agente poli-
ciaco (constable) u otro oficial o empleado publico, para poder entablar, presentar
la accion legal al acusado, inscribir la accion ante la corte, o por cualquier otro
servicio, inclusive cualquier cobro para desestimar, modificar, o retirar la orden de
proteccion, obtener copias certificadas, comparar copias a los originales, pagar el
reportero de la corte, pagar el fondo judicial, transferir una orden de proteccion o
por ningun otro servicio relacionado a la orden de proteccion.

La corte le exigira al acusado de pagar los gastos que se incurran en lo referente a
la orden de proteccion, salvo si el acusado manifiesta una buena razon por no deber
hacerlo, o si es indigente.

({CUANTO TIEMPO SE REQUIERRE PARA RECIBIRLAY POR CU-
ANTO TIEMPO ES VIGENTE?

A menos de que el solicitante quiera un aplazamiento de la fecha, la corte fijara una
audiencia dentro de 14 dias despues de que la solicitud sea entablada. Sin embargo,
si la corte determina que, por motivo de la informacion contenida en la solicitud,
existe un peligro claro y inminente de que se cometan mayores actos de violencia
familiar, la corte puede inmediatamente emitir
una orden temporal ex parte (a nombre de una sola parte). La orden temporal es
vigente por solamente 20 dias. Las ordenas de proteccion finales duran por hasta
dos afios.

({QUE SUCEDE SI SE VIOLA LA ORDEN DE PROTECCION?
jiLlame a la policia imediatamente!! Recuerde, las ordenes de proteccion no ofre-
cen proteccion total. No existe ninguna hoja de papel que la pueda proteger contra
cada acto violento.

Y las agencias del orden publico reciben aviso sobre cada orden de proteccion que
sea emitida en su area respectiva, y se requiere que mantengan una lista de tales
ordenes. Si un ofensor viola la orden, y si se le notifica a una agencia del orden
publico, los oficiales trataran de arrestar a tal individuo, y intentaran de acusarlo
formalmente. Siuna persona viola una orden de proteccion ante un agente del
orden publico, el ofensor debe ser arrestado inmediatamente. El departamento de
policia fuertement desanima que sean despedidos los cargos envolviendo casos de

violencia familiar.
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(HAY OTRAS OPCIONES DISPONIBLES?
Una Orden de Magistrado para Proteccion de Emergencia (Magistrate Order
for Emergency Protection) puede ser librada en el momento en que el acusado
se presente ante el magistrado despues de ser arrestado, por un delito en el cual
ocurrio violencia familiar, agression sexual o acoso. La orden para proteccion de
emergencia puede ser emitida por voluntad del magistrado
mismo o a peticion de:
(1) la victima;
(2) un tutor/guardian de la victima
(3) un oficial del orden publico
(4) el abogado que representa al estado.

El magistrado solocitara la orden de proteccion cuando arrestan a una persona (1)
por lastimar fisicamente a alguien o usar, o (2) tener posicion o exhibicion de una
arma durante un comision de un asalto.

Una Orden de Magistrado para Proteccion de Emergencia puede prohibirle al
acusado bajo arresto de cometer actos adicionales de violencia familiar, de comuni-
carse con un miembro de la familia o un cohabitante de la persona nombrada en la
orden, o de llevar a cabo cualquier amenaza o de la aacercase al sito de trabajo, al
hagar o negocio de un cohabitante o de la persona nombrada. Al acusado tambien
se le puede prohibir de acercase a una escuela o centro de cuidado infantil o poseer
una de lar mar fuego. La victima no debe presentarse ante la corte cuando se libere
la orden. Cada Orden de Magistrado es buena por 31 or 61 dias desde la fecha
indicada.

Recuerde, si alguien la ha atacado fisicamente, o si han hecho amenazas en

contra de usted, pongase en contacto con su departmento de policia local o con su
alguacil, y presente una denuncia formal contra tal individuo. Aunque quizas usted
no sea elegible para recibir una orden de proteccion, es posible que tal persona sea
arrestada por agresion, entrada ilegal en propiedad ajena o acoso (stalking).

(DERECHOS DE LAS VICTIMAS DEL
CRIMEN EN TEXAS?
El Estado de Texas otorga a las victimas del crimen las siguientes protecciones,
garantias y consideraciones:

1. Recibir proteccion adecuada contra daflos o la amenaza de dafios por haber
cooperado con el procesamiento;

2. Que el magistrado tome en cuenta su seguridad al determinar la fianza del
acusado;

3. Recibir informacion, si la solicita, sobre procedimientos judiciales rel-
evantes, inclusive procedimientos de apelacion, cancelaciones y cualquier
cambio a las fechas de una cita y también de que se le informe el dictamen
de la corte de apelaciones al ser emitido pero antes de se anuncie publica-
mente;

4. Recibir informacién, cuando la solicite, de un oficial de paz acerca del
derecho del acusado de salir bajo fianza y de los procedimientos de investig-
acién penal, y de la fiscalia sobre los procedimientos generales del sistema
de justicia penal, incluyendo los acuerdos declaratorios, indemnizacion,
apelaciones y libertad condicional;

5. Dar informacién pertinente sobre el impacto del delito en su vida al departa-
mento de libertad condicional antes de que se imponga la condena;

6. Recibir informacion sobre el Fondo de Compensacion a las Victimas del
Crimen de Texas y pago del examen forense a las victimas de agresion
sexual y, si lo solicita, remision a agencias de servicio social que brindan
ayuda adicional;

7. Recibir informacion, si la solicita, sobre los procedimientos de libertad
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condicional; aviso de los procesos de libertad condicional y de la puesta en
libertad del preso; y la oportunidad de participar en el proceso de libertad
condicional presentando informacién escrita a la Mesa de Indultos y Liber-
tad Condicional (Board of Pardons and Paroles), para que se incluya en el
expediente del acusado y la tome en consideracién la Mesa antes de otorgar
libertad condicional;

8. Tener una sala de espera separada y segura para todos los procedimientos
publicos de la corte;

9. Que se le devuelva con la mayor rapidez posible cualquier articulo que ya no
se necesite como evidencia;

10. Que el fiscal avise a su empleador, si lo solicita, que la victima tiene que
testificar y por lo tanto es probable que tenga que ausentarse del trabajo;

11. Cuando lo solicite, derecho de recibir un examen y asesoria sobre la infec-
ci6n del SIDA y el VIH y los examenes que se realizaran a las victimas de
agresion sexual

12. Solicitar servicios de mediacion entre la victima y el agresor coordinados
por la Divisién de Servicios a las Victimas del Departamento de Justicia
Penal de Texas; y

13. Recibir informacién sobre el uso y propdsito de una declaracion del impacto
del delito en la vida de la victima, a llenar una de estas declaraciones; y a
que se considere la declaracion antes de que se dicte sentencia y se acepte
una admision de culpabilidad a cambio de pena negociada y antes de que el
reo salga en libertad condicional.

14. Siel delito es un crimen capital, el derecho a: (a) Recibir por correo a la
corte una explicacion escrita de divulgacion victima de defensa iniciada si
el tribunal ha autorizado el gasto para un especialista en la defensa de divul-
gacion iniciada; (B) no sera contactado por el especialista en divulgacion
victima a menos que la victima, tutor o pariente ha dado su consentimiento
para el contacto, proporcionando un aviso por escrito a la corte; y (C)
designar a un proveedor de servicios para victimas para recibir todas las
comunicaciones de un especialista de extension victima que actlie en nombre
de cualquier persona

Un juez, abogado estatal, o oficial del orden publico no puede ser hecho respon-
sable por no haber cumplido o por ser incapaz de proporcionar alguen derecho aqui
enumerado.

Una victima de asalto sexual o abuso, acoso o el trafico tiene derecho a:

1. Si se solicita, el derecho a la revelacién de informacion con respecto a las
pruebas que se recogid durante la investigacion del delito, a menos que la divul-
gacion de la informacién podria interferir con la investigacion o el enjuicia-
miento del delito, en cuyo caso la victima, tutor o pariente debe ser informada
de la fecha estimada en la que se espera que la informacion sea revelada;

2. Si se solicita, el derecho a la divulgacion de informacidn sobre el estado de cu-
alquier analisis que se lleva a cabo de cualquier prueba que se recogi6 durante
la investigacion del delito;

3. Sise solicita, el derecho a ser notificado: (A) en el momento de la solicitud se
remite a un laboratorio del crimen para procesar y analizar las pruebas que se
recogi6 durante la investigacion del delito; (B) en el momento de la present-
acion de una solicitud de comparar cualquier prueba bioldgica recogida durante
la investigacion del delito con perfiles de ADN que se mantienen en una base
de datos de ADN estatal o federal; y (C) de los resultados de la comparaciéon
descrita por (B), a menos que la divulgacion de los resultados pudiera interferir
con la investigacion o el enjuiciamiento del delito, en cuyo caso la victima,
tutor o pariente se le informara de la fecha estimada en la que se espera que se

revele dichos resultados; »



4. Si se solicita, el derecho a la asesoria con relacién a sindrome de inmunode-
ficiencia adquirida (SIDA) y la infeccién por el virus de la inmunodeficiencia
humana (VIH);

5. Para la victima del delito, las pruebas de adquirido el SIDA, el VIH, los anticu-
erpos contra el VIH, o la infeccién con cualquier otro agente causante probable
del SIDA; y

6. Para la victima del delito, el derecho a un examen médico forense si, dentro de
las 96 horas de la infraccidn, el delito se informé a una agencia de aplicacion de
la ley o de un examen médico forense se lleva a cabo de otra forma a un centro
de salud.

Una victima de trata de personas, el trafico continuo de personas, de asalto sexual
continuo de un nifio de corta edad, indecencia con un menor, asalto sexual, asalto
sexual agravado, acecho, o de prostituciéon convincente tiene derecho a:

1. Solicitar al abogado que representa al Estado, con sujecion a las reglas discipli-
narias de Texas de Conducta Profesional, presentar una solicitud de una orden
de proteccion en virtud del articulo 7A.01 en nombre de la victima;

2. El derecho a ser informado:

a. Que la victima o tutores de los padres de la victima, en su caso, puede
presentar una solicitud de una orden de proteccion en virtud del articulo
7A.01; segundo. De la corte en la que se puede presentar la solicitud de una
orden de proteccion; y do. Que, a peticion de la victima o padre o tutor de la
victima, segun sea el caso, y con sujecion a las reglas disciplinarias de Texas
de conducta profesional, el abogado que representa el estado puede presentar
la solicitud de una orden de proteccion;

3. Sila victima o el padre o tutor de la victima esta presente cuando el acusado es
condenado o colocado bajo supervisiéon comunitaria adjudicacion diferida, el
derecho a ser dada por el tribunal de la informacién descrita por la subdivision
(2) y, si el tribunal tiene jurisdiccién sobre solicitudes de 6rdenes de proteccion
que se hayan presentado en virtud del articulo 7A.01, el derecho a presentar una
solicitud de una orden de proteccién inmediatamente después de la condena del
acusado o la colocacion de supervision de la comunidad adjudicacion diferida;
y

4. Sila victima o el padre o tutor de la victima, segun sea el caso, no esta presente
cuando el acusado es condenado o colocado bajo supervisién comunitaria adju-
dicacion diferida, el derecho a ser dada por el abogado que representa al estado
de la informacion descrita por la subdivision (2) .

(QUE ES LA COMPENSACION A LAS VICTIMAS DEL CRIMEN?
El Acto de Texas para la Compensacion a las Victimas del Crimen apoya a las vic-
timas de delitos. El dinero en este fondo se recaba mediante los gastos del tribunal
pagados por las sentenciados.

La Division para la Compensacion a las Victimas del Crimen (Crime Victims’
Compensation Division) es una dependencia de la rocuraduria General (Office
of the Attorney General). Este programa le reembolsa a las victimas inocentes de
delitos por ciertos gastos como resultado del crimen.

El Fondo para la Compensacion a las Victimas del Crimen es el “pagador de ultimo
recurso.” Hay demas fuentes que deben ser solicitadas antes, inclusive los seguros
de salud: los programas Medicaid y Medicare; los seguros de auto, o la Compen-
sacion al Trabajador de Texas (Texas Workers” Compensation).
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Si la corte le ordena a un sentenciado de efectuar un pago de restitucion a la vic-
tima por un gasto que el programa de Compensacion a las Victimas del Crimen ya
haya pagado, a la victima se le puede exigir que le reembolse tal cantidad al Fondo.
Si la victima o si el solicitante recaba dinero como parte de un acuerdo juridico
civil contra el culpable o terceros, entonces la victima o el solicitante tambien
deberan reembolsarle al Fondo por los gastos que este ya haya pagado.

PARA SER ELEGIBLE,
UNA PERSONA DEBE:

« Ser residente en los Estados Unidos si el delito se llevo a cabo en Texas, o
debe ser un residente texano que fue victima en otro estado o pais, en el cual
no existe un programa de compensacion - no es necesario ser ciudadano
estadounidense.

¢ Reportar el crimen a las autoridades debidas dentro de un plazo rezonable de
tiempo, si tal retraso no interfiere o impide la investigacion y el enjuiciamento
del crimen

¢ Presentar la solicitud dentro de tres anos despues de la fecha del crimen

(QUIEN ES ELEGIBLE?

¢ La victima inocente de un delito, la cual sufra una amenaza sustancial de dano
moral y/o fisico, o que haya fallecido

¢ Un dependiente de la victima

¢ Un individuo autorizado que este manejando asutos a nombre de la victima

¢ Una persona que intervenga en el dilito o que trate de ayudar a la victima, o
un oficial de paz, bombero o individuo que, como parte de su empleo, tenga el
deber de proteger al publico

« Una persona que se haga legalmente responsable de las obligaciones o que
voluntariamente pague, a nombre de la victima, ciertos gastos relacionados al
crimen

« Familiares inmediatos de la victima o personas que vivan junto a la victima,
relacionadas por consaguinidad o matrimonio, las cuales necesiten asesoria
como resultado del crimen

(QUIEN ES INELEGIBLE?
Se puede reducir o negar los beneficios si la victima;
¢ participo en el delito
¢ se involucro en una actividad illegal
« contribuyo al crimen
+ eraun reo cuando se cometio el crimen
¢ consciente o intencionalmente sometio informacion falsa o falsificada al pro-
grama para la Compensacion a las Victimas del Crimen
¢ no coopero con las correspondientes entidades del orden publico

(CUALES CRIMENES SON CUBIERTOS?
Los delitos cubiertos por la Compensacion a las Victimas del Crimen son aquellos
en que la victima esta bajo un riesgo sustancial de sufrir dano moral o fisico, o fall-
ece. Entre estos se incluyen las agresiones sexuales, secuestros, robo, agresiones;
violencia domestica; homicidio; y demas delitos violentos.
Se cubren tambien los siguientes delitos automovilsticos:
El no detenerse para dar ayuda, el manejo bajo estado de ebriedad (DWI), el
homicidio culposo, el homicidio por negligencia penal, las agresiones agravadas,
el homicidio culposo bajo un estado de ebriedad y las agresiones bajo un estado de
ebriedad.
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COMPENSACION

({QUE TIPO DE ASISTENCIA FINANCIERA HAY DISPONIBLE?
Las solicitudes pueden ser aprobadas para recibir beneficios de hasta 50 mil dolares
($50,000). En caso de lesiones severas, las cuales resulten en una incapacidad
fisica total y permanente, las victimas podrian recibir 75 mil dolares adicionales.

Las peticiones que sean aprobadas pueden ser compensadas por los siguientes

gastos relacionados al crimen:

« gastos medicos, para recetas, y de rehabilitacion

¢ asesoria o cuidado psiquiatra

¢ ayuda para que las victimas de la violencia domestica pueden mudarse una vez

¢ perdida de ingresos o de manutencion

¢ perdida de ingresos debido al haber participado o al haber estado presente
durante los procedimientos de investigacion; del proceso judicial; y los cor-
respondientes viajes

« cuidado de un nino o de un ser dependiente

¢ gastos funerarios y de entierro

« limpieza de la escena del delito

« gastos para reemplazar vestidos o ropa de cama que se haya tomado para usarse
como prueba o que se deshizo como resultado de la investigacion

« gastos de asesoria legal para asistencia en llenar la Solicitud para Compen-
sacion a las Victimas del Crimen y para obtener beneficios, siempre y cuando la
solicitud sea aprobado

¢ perdida de ingresos y gastos de viaje para recibir atencion medica La personas
que padezcan una incapacidad total y permanente pueden usar los beneficios
adicionales para gastos tales como:

« modificar un hogar o auto para que sea accesible

« entrenamiento y rehabilitacion de trabajo

* entrenamiento para usar aparatos especiales

* recibir cuidado medico en casa

« ser reembolsados por ingresos perdidos

El reembolso por dano o perdida de propiedad no es un gasto elegible.

(COMO PRESENTO UNA SOLICITUD?
UNA SOLICITUD PARA BENEFICIARIOS HA SIDO REDUCIDA O NEGA-
DA-SU DERECHO A SOLICITAR UNA APELACION

Si la Division para la compensacion las Victimas del Crimen hace una decision
con la cual la victima o el solicitante no esta de acuerdo, entonces ellos tienen el
derecho legal de pedir que la decision sea considerada nuevamente. La victima o
el solicitante debe informarle a la Division por escrito dentro de 30 dias, indicando
por que no quedo satisfecho, y tal peticion es sujeta a limites administrativos. Si
el resultado del proceso de reconsidreacion aun no es satisfactorio, entonces la
victima o el solicitante puede pedir que la Division lleve a cabo una audiencia de
fallo final (final ruling hearing) a traves de la Division para la Compensacion a las
Victimas del Crimen. Si la victima o el solicitante no esta de acuerdo con el resul-
tado del fallo final, entonces puede apelar el caso ante una corte de distrito dentro
de 40 dias desde la audiencia de fallo final.

(COMO PRESENTO UNA SOLICITUD?
Cada agencia del orden publico o fiscal en Texas debe proporcionarle informacion
concerniente al Programa de Compensacion a las Victimas del Crimen, asimismo
solicitudes, a cada persona que haya sido una victima. Al ponerse en contacto con
estas agencias, por favor pida hablar con los coordinadores o enlaces de asistencia
a las victimas, los cuales pueden ayudarlo a llenar una solicitud. Los hospitales
y centros medicos tal vez tengan formularios de solicitud y otros materiales 25
disponibles.



APPLYING FOR PROTECTIVE ORDERS

‘WHAT IS A Protective Order?
(www.oag.state.tx.us/victims/protective.shtml)
A Protective Order is a civil court order issued to help prevent continuing acts
of family violence, sexual assault, human trafficking or stalking.

Family Violence is defined as (1) an act by one member of a family or
household intended to physically harm another member, (2) a serious threat
of physical harm, or (3) the abuse of a child

Family includes blood relatives or relatives by marriage, former spouses,
parents (married or not) of the same child, foster parents and foster children,
or any member or former member of a household (people living in the same
house, related or not).

Dating Violence is defined as an act by an individual that is against another
individual with whom that person has or has had a dating relationship and
that is intended to result in physical harm, bodily injury, assault, or sexual
assault, or that is a threat that reasonably places the individual in fear or im-
minent physical harm, bodily injury, assault, or sexual assault.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE FOR A PROTECTIVE ORDER?
If the court finds that family violence, sexual assault, human trafficking, or
stalking has occurred and is likely to occur again, a court may render a pro-
tective order. To obtain a protective order, the victim and the offender must
(1) be related by blood or marriage, (2) be living together, or previously lived
together, (3) have a child together, or (4) be engaged in a dating relationship.

A person who has a divorce pending is eligible for a protective order. The
protective order can be filed in the court in which the divorce is pending, or
in a court in the county in which the applicant resides if the applicant resides
outside the jurisdiction of the court in which the divorce is pending.
