PUBLIC COMMENTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

There were none.

BUSINESS

Consider revising the proposed Public Safety resolution.

Chair Davis stated that the City Attorney and City Manager had been invited to the
meeting to discuss issues of concern in regards to the proposed resolution.

City Attorney Steve Weathered stated that some concerns are a matter of policy.
The Texas Open Meetings Act (TOMA) does not apply to advisory committees
such as the Public Safety Committee unless the governing body is in the habit of
rubber stamping its recommendations. However, the City Council elected to have
all its committees subject to TOMA. Two Charter provisions also come into play:
Section 4.03 which allows Council to create the boards and committees it deems
“necessary to carry out the functions and obligations of the City.” The same section
requires that all appointees shall be residents of the City. Section 4.03 could be
subject to interpretation due to the long history of the Public Safety Committee
membership including third party members (contractors) who are not subject to the
control of the City. Section 4.01 states that all departments Council may establish
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offices and agencies which do not report to the City Secretary or the Courts shall
be under the direction and supervision of the City Manager.

Chair Davis stated that there are fwo main issues: All City boards are subject to
TOMA and all appointed members must be Seabrook residents.

Mr. Weathered stated that the TOMA issue could easily be taken care of by the
Council passing a resolution which exempts the Public Safety Committee from
TOMA.

Chief Cook stated that it is important to maintain the functionality of the committee.

Mr. Braccio suggested that the committee serves a purpose and should remain
intact.

Chair Davis stated that one option would be to modify the resolution which makes
all city boards and committees subject to TOMA so that the Public Safety
Committee is exempt; another would be to change the nature of the group so that it
would be subject to the City Manager who would call regular meetings of the public
safety service providers. The group’s function would remain the same.

Captaln Wright suggested that a task force be formed composed of service
providers with no members appointed by Council and the funding process would
still be the purview of the City Manager as all budget items are. He also stated that
the members of the task force could change based on current issues. He gave
Shuttlebration as an example of when it would be appropriate to bring in other
public safety providers of other entities. In this case, representatives from Nassau
Bay and Webster could have been appointed to the task force until the event was
complete.

Motion was made by Chief Cook and seconded by Councilor Holbrook

To recommend to City Council that it take whatever legal means necessary to
dissolve the Public Safety Committee, create a Public Safety Task Force appointed
by the City Manager with direct reports to be included in the resolution.
